Development of democracy:
Samuel Huntington, while studying democratic countries,

divided them into three stages.
1. First phase: (1828-1926), In this phase countries like

France, America, Britain were democratized.
2. Second phase: (1943-1962) In this phase, countries like

Italy, West Germany, India, Japan and Isreal were democratized.
3. Third phase: (1974-till now) Spain, Portugal, Chiili,

Argentina and other countries of Eastern Europe became
democratic in the third phase.

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Types of democracy:
1. Direct democracy: The first instance of

direct democracy was found in ancient Athens.
In direct democracy, citizens make decisions
directly through referendums and local units,
rather than through elected representatives.

2. Procedural democracy : Procedural
democracy refers to a system of government
where representatives are elected through voting
and adult suffrage.

3. Participatory Democracy: Participatory
democracy is a system where citizens are actively
involved in the decision-making process.

Water as fuel :
A German clean-tech company has

developed a futuristic machine that converts
water into fuel. Using Power-to-Liquid
technology, they can convert water and CO2 into
liquid hydrocarbons, which take the form of
synthetic diesel, petrol, and kerosene. This
technology is based on the Fischer-Tropsch
process and solid oxide electrolyzer cells
(SOECs), which convert electricity into steam.

Creation of human organs :
Stem cell research has paved the way for

greater access to organs, eliminating the need to
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wait for donors or undergo harsh medical
treatments. Scientists from Massachusetts
General Hospital and Harvard Medical School
have discovered how to regenerate the function
of human heart tissue using skin cells. Through
stem cell technology, humans can now grow new
organs. Recent research worldwide has enabled
the growth of fallopian tubes, hearts, brains,
lungs, kidneys, and more.

Sequencing Genome of Cancer Patient :
In 2005, scientists completed the sequencing

of the human genome, or genetic blueprint,
which pinpointed mutations leading to cancer.
It took three years to finalize the draft of the 3
billion letters that compare human DNA. This
project has helped scientists treat a deadly type
of skin cancer and understand the genes
implicated in leukemia, eczema, and diabetes.

Existence of dark matter :

In 2006, a team of researchers found
evidence proving the existence of dark matter.
By measuring the pressure and location of mass
in the collision of galaxies, they provided

conclusive evidence. According to NASA, dark
matter comprises 68% of the universe.�

Advancement in HIV cure :
According to the WHO, over 26.7 million

people worldwide live with HIV/AIDS, with 18
million being children. While there is no
definitive cure, researchers have made
significant progress. In 2007, Dr. Gero Hutter
successfully cured an HIV patient, Timothy Ray
Brown, by transplanting bone marrow from an
HIV-immune patient.

T. Rex tissue :
Paleontologists have discovered partially

fossilized and preserved tissue from a 70-
million-year-old Tyrannosaurus Rex. Dr. Mary
Schweitzer of North Carolina State University
found flexible and transparent blood vessels.
This discovery has provided essential insights
into dinosaur physiology and cellular and
molecular structures.

Robotic body parts :
Through biomechanics and engineering,

scientists have developed robotic body parts. The
University of Twente has created a robotic arm
that aids individuals with residual function in
their arms. Researchers are now exploring the
possibility of creating mind-controlled robotic
parts or exoskeletons to assist disabled
individuals.

Detection of Gravitational Waves :
Scientists consider this one of the greatest

discoveries of the 21st century. The LIGO project,
based in the US, has detected gravitational
waves, which could potentially allow scientists
to develop a time machine and travel to the
earliest and darkest parts of the universe.

Evidence of water on More :
The National Aeronautics and Space

Administration (NASA) confirmed in September
2015 that there is evidence of liquid water on
Mars. !

The Mising tribe, the
second-largest tribe in the state, is among the
worst affected due to their settlements along
the banks of the Brahmaputra River and its
tributaries. They manage to survive in their
unique and traditional flood-resistant houses
called "Chang Ghar" in Assamese.

There is no doubt that climate change is
wreaking havoc globally, from endangering
species to making weather patterns
unpredictable. While many strive to adapt to
climate change through adaptation and
mitigation strategies, the Mising tribe of
Assam is an intriguing exception. Their
traditional houses, built on bamboo stilts with
mud foundations and bamboo thatch roofs, are
designed to withstand floods. The houses are
typically long and shaped like the letter "I,"
constructed at least 5-10 feet above the ground.
Traditionally, these stilt houses would also
have a wooden platform secured beneath the

house, allowing families to navigate during
flood season.

Furthermore, the Mising tribe in Assam,
India, celebrates the Ali-Aye Ligang festival,
which has a significant relationship with
climate change. The festival marks the
beginning of the sowing season, indicating the
start of a new cycle closely tied to climatic
patterns. As agriculturalists, the Mising tribe
of Assam has been successful in cultivating
resilience in the face of a flood-prone
environment and now, climate change.

Though climate change is testing the
limits of this indigenous flood prevention
strategy, the Mising tribe's Chang Ghar
tradition is meeting the challenge. They
have a lot to teach the rest of flood-prone
Assam when it comes to climate change
adaptation and mitigation. Coupled with
better flood mitigation and development
policies, and an early warning system, the
Chang Ghar could become an instrumental
part of the region's and the country's climate
change strategies.!

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Blood donation is the voluntary process by
which a person has blood drawn, which is then
used for transfusions and/or converted into
biopharmaceutical medications through a
process called fractionation. This process
involves the separation of whole blood
components. Donations can be of whole blood
or of specific components, which are collected
directly through a process known as apheresis.
Blood banks play a crucial role in the collection
process, as well as the subsequent procedures.

Today, in the developed world, most blood
donors are unpaid volunteers who donate blood
for a community supply. In some countries,
established supplies are limited and donors
usually give blood when family or friends need
a transfusion (directed donation). Many donors
donate for several reasons, such as a form of
charity, general awareness regarding the
demand for blood, increased confidence in
oneself, helping a personal friend or relative, and
social pressure. Despite the many reasons that

people donate, not enough potential donors
actively donate. However, this is reversed during
disasters when blood donations increase, often
creating an excess supply that will have to be
later discarded. In countries that allow paid
donation some people are paid, and in some
cases there are incentives other than money such
as paid time off from work. People can also have
blood drawn for their own future use
(autologous donation). Donating is relatively
safe, but some donors have bruising where the
needle is inserted or may feel faint.

Before donation, potential donors are
evaluated for anything that might make their
blood unsafe to use. The screening includes
testing for diseases that can be transmitted by a
blood transfusion, including HIV and viral
hepatitis. The donor must also answer questions
about medical history and take a short physical
examination to make sure the donation is not
hazardous to their health. How often a donor
can donate varies from days to months based
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on what component they donate and the laws
of the country where the donation takes place.
For example, in the United States, donors must
wait 56 days (eight weeks) between whole-blood
donations but only seven days between platelet
apheresis donations and twice per seven-day
period in plasmapheresis.

The amount of blood drawn and the
methods vary. The collection can be done
manually or with automated equipment that
takes only specific components of the blood.
Most of the components of blood used for
transfusions have a short shelf life, and
maintaining a constant supply is a persistent
problem. This has led to some increased interest
in autotransfusion, whereby a patient�s blood is
salvaged during surgery for continuous
reinfusion or alternatively, is self-donated prior
to when it will be needed. Generally, the notion
of donation does not refer to giving to one�s self,
though in this context it has become somewhat
acceptably idiomatic.

Charles Richard Drew (1904�1950) was an
American surgeon and medical researcher. He
researched in the field of blood transfusions,
developing improved techniques for blood
storage, and applied his expert knowledge to
developing large-scale blood banks early in
World War II. This allowed medics to save
thousands of lives of the Allied forces. As the
most prominent African American in the field,
Drew protested against the practice of racial
segregation in the donation of blood, as it lacked
scientific foundation, and resigned his position
with the American Red Cross, which maintained
the policy until 1950.

Why do we need to donate blood ?
We can save up to three lives by making a

single blood donation of 1 pint.
About 12,000 people in India die because of

the unavailability of blood! This happens
because there are no substitutes for human
blood. Patients often suffer because they do not
have access to safe blood transfusions.

Thus, the gift of blood is the biggest gift you
can give to someone in need. This noble gesture
can help save numerous individuals who are in
need. Nevertheless, knowing a list of things that
contributes to safe donation is essential.

Thus, to motivate people and to thank the
voluntary blood donors, the World Health
Organization organizes an event every year on
June 14th World Blood Donor Day.

Blood donations are divided into groups
based on who will receive the collected blood.
An �allogeneic� (also called �homologous�)
donation is when a donor gives blood for storage
at a blood bank for transfusion to an unknown
recipient. A �directed� donation is when a person,
often a family member, donates blood for
transfusion to a specific individual. Directed
donations are relatively rare when an established
supply exists.  A �replacement donor� donation
is a hybrid of the two and is common in
developing countries. In this case, a friend or
family member of the recipient donates blood
to replace the stored blood used in a transfusion,
ensuring a consistent supply. When a person has
blood stored that will be transfused back to the
donor at a later date, usually after surgery, that
is called an �autologous donation�. Blood that is
used to make medications can be made from
allogeneic donations or from donations
exclusively used for manufacturing.

Blood is sometimes collected using similar
methods for therapeutic phlebotomy, similar to
the ancient practice of bloodletting, which is
used to treat conditions such as hereditary
hemochromatosis or polycythemia vera. This
blood is sometimes treated as a blood donation,
but may be immediately discarded if it cannot
be used for transfusion or further manufacturing.

The actual process varies according to the
laws of the country, and recommendations to
donors vary according to the collecting
organization. The World Health Organization
gives recommendations for blood donation
policies, but in developing countries many of
these are not followed. For example, the
recommended testing requires laboratory
facilities, trained staff, and specialized reagents,
all of which may not be available or too
expensive in developing countries.

An event where donors come to donate
allogeneic blood is sometimes called a �blood drive�
or a �blood donor session�. These can occur at a
blood bank, but they are often set up at a location
in the community such as a shopping center,
workplace, school, or house of worship.!
